	 Learning Outcomes/Intentions

	Formal Unit Outcome(s): 
IE7.2- Observe, illustrate, and analyze living organisms within local ecosystems as part of interconnected food webs, populations, and communities

Indicator (i)- Classify organisms in a variety of ecosystems as producers, consumers, or decomposers and further classify consumers as herbivores, carnivores, or omnivores.



	Understandings:
Learners will be able to state characteristics of herbivores, carnivores, and omnivores. 
Learners will be able to understand the differences between herbivores, carnivores, and omnivores.
	Essential Questions: 

Learners will be considering whether animals in their daily lives are herbivores, carnivores, or omnivores. 
Learners will be wondering what types of herbivores, carnivores, and omnivores live in Saskatchewan/Canada.

	Knowledge:

Learners will know how to classify herbivores, carnivores, and omnivores.

Learners will know the relationship between consumers and herbivores, carnivores, and omnivores. 
	Skills:

Learners will use their research skills to answer questions. 

	“I can . . .” statements:

I can use my identification skills to determine if an animal is a herbivore, carnivore, or omnivore. 
I can understand why an animals diet is linked to where it lives/dwells.

I can identify if a herbivore, carnivore, or omnivore is a consumer, secondary consumer, or tertiary consumer. 

	Assessment Evidence

	Formative Assessments (Assessment for Learning): 
-The students will be assessed through their ability to fill out the sorting chart. 

-The students will be assessed through their ability to use technology to research information on herbivores, carnivores, and omnivores of their choice. 

	Summative Assessments (Assessment of Learning):

-Learners will show they really understand the outcome by being able to write three short “essays” of 2-3 paragraphs for each of the animals they researched.

	Materials

	Projector or Smart Board for the video

	Learning Plan

	Learning Experiences & Instruction:
· This particular lesson will take around 4 class periods to complete due to the research task. 

Engage:
· The students will watch a video (3:13min) on herbivores, carnivores, and omnivores (https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=AHCOzc143Ec&t=94s)
Explore:
· Have the students fill out the sorting handout activity on herbivores, carnivores, and omnivores. Explain that the students are able to use books and technology to help them (this is attached on the wiki, but is not attached to this specific document because it is to be printed landscape style)
· The students must check in with you one they have completed the sorting sheet before continuing onto the research task. They need to meet with you to make sure that they have the correct answers. 
· Hand out the research activity sheet handout once the students have conferenced with you. Read the directions for the task off of the sheet. Explain to the students that they will have three classes to work on the activity before it becomes homework. Tell the students that they are allowed to use computers, laptops, tablets, phones, or library books to conduct their research. 

· Give the students a copy of the evaluation rubric (this is attached on the wiki, but is not attached to this specific document because it is to be printed landscape style)
Elaborate:

· At the end of the third work class, ask the students to explain their answer to the following question: “How can you connect the concept of being a “consumer” to being a herbivore, carnivore, or omnivore?” Have them write down their answers on a piece of paper and hand them in as an exit slip. 
· The answer to the exit slip is “herbivores, carnivores, and omnivores are all considered types of consumers in an ecosystem.”

· Some students may go more in depth with their answers. Explain to them that there is no minimum or maximum amount of writing necessary as long as they answer the question clearly and in a way that makes sense to them. 

Evaluate:
· The students will be evaluated on their three “essays” that they write (2-3 paragraphs) regarding one omnivore, one herbivore, and one carnivore. The students will be submitting 2-3 pages for their final project. The students will be evaluated using the attached rubric.

· What habitat does my animal live in? Describe.

· What does my animal look like? Describe.

· How big does my animal grow to be?
